‘Old* and ‘New'® Caretakers, March 2005 TC6977
lost his old companion, Professor W.H, Gordon, due
to complications from COVID-19 in November,
2020,

Dr. Whitney H, Gordon (1931-2020)

Whitney Gordon was bam in
Salt Lake City, Utah, in
1831. His family moved soon
thereafter to the temitory of
Hawaii, where he spent his
childhood, excepling a
ternporary evacuation to the mainland as a 10-
year-old boy immediately following the
bombing of Pearl Harbor, which he witnessed
in person. He saitended Pomona College
earning a BS in psychology in 1954, completed
his master's degree al Purdue in 1956, and
received his PhD in Sociology from Purdue in
1862, As a professor he quickly developed a
reputation as a stimulating and entertaining
teacher with encyclopedic interests, voracious
reading habits, and an eagerness for
intellectual discourse on nearly any subject.
His scholarship took him to Japan, Indonesia,
Mexico, West Germany, France, ltaly, Sweden,
and England. He enjoyed the company of
friends, both old and new. He was well-known
for his deep appreciation of history and all
things mechanical. Whit's fascination with and
knowledge of automobiles was legendary; he
often labored on his rare 1834 Aston-Martin

1.5<iter Mark Il which he imported in 1958 (in
which he courted his wife Hilda, who
sometimes had to hold a flashlight in lieu of
working headlights).

In 1963 he purchased TC6977, our 1948 MG
TC, and soon joined like-minded MG
enthusiasts as an early member of the New
England MG T-Register established in 1964,
His boyish wonder for machinery extended to

iPhones and Apple computers which he
eagerly used to stay connected with his
friends. And Whit had many friends around the
globe, mysell included, and thousands of
students whom he inspired over the course of
his long, adveniturous, and rich life, He was
generous and superbly intelligent;, a man of
integrity in both words and aclions, a cullivator
of conversation, a gifted writer, and a true
genlleman to everyone. His wit and humor
were unparalieled. He served as a knight for
love, humanity, and social justice,
