! The term willing suspension of disbalief haz
besn defined s a wilingnese fo suspend one's
crifical facultiez and believe the unbelievabls;
sacrifice of realism amd logic for the =sake of
enjoyment. The term was coined in 1817 by the
post amd aesthetic philosopher Samuosl Taylor
Coleridge, who suggested that if a writer could
infuza a "human intsrest and & ssemblance of tuth"
imto a fantzstic tale, the readsr would suspend
judgment conceming the implausibility of the
namrative. The phraze "suspenszion of disbelisl®
came o be used more locsely in the later 20th
cantury, often uzed to imply that the byrden waz on
the readsr, rather than the writer, o achisve it
Colenidge recalled: ".. h was agresd, that my
endeavours should be directed to perzonz and
characters supematural, or at least romantic, yst
&0 &= to transfer from our imward nature & human
interest and a semblance of tuth sufficient to
procure for these shadows of imagination that
willing suspenzion of dizhefief for the moment,
which consfifules posbic faith. Mr. Wordzsworth on
the other hand was to propose o himasl as hiz
object, to give the charm of novelty o things of
avary day, and 1o sxcite & fesling analogous to the
suparnatural, by swaksning the mind'z atention
from thie lethargy of customn, and dirscting it to the
lovalinezs and the wondsrz of the world before us
v [Goleridge, Biographia Literaria, 1817, Chapter
XIV].

Double Drop fermentation makes Brakspear Bitter unique

Double Dropping, also known as the Dropping System of fermentation, was for the first
half of the 20th Century the most popular method for the fermentation of traditional

It involves starting fermentation of the wort
sugars) in one vessel, foll owed by o0droppingo
