Maudslay state park 15 a large sprawling property in the small seaport town of Newburyport,
Massachusetts. The 450-acre park was once home to a wealthy investment banker Frederick
Srrong Moseley and his family. The Moseleyvs were an old English family that first came to
Amenica in the early 1600s. The family created a large estate that they named Mauodsleigh after
their ancestral home in England. The property had once housed two mansions, a castle, many
greenhouses, and an expansive garden but many had long been demolished, destroyed or fallen
into ruin by the tme the state purchazed the land for five milion dollars in 1985 and renamed it
